Custodial History:

The books were given to Hazel Robinson by her grandfather, Thomas Vye. Thomas
was given the books by his Uncle Amos Williston. Thomas and Amos both lived in
Miramichi, New Brunswick.

Williston and Elizabeth Harriet Mills. He married Jane McCosh (who had previously
been married to Robert MacKenzie) on April 24, 1911, in Douglastown, New Brunswick.
